 Class Scenario
Based on the current data information provided by the 8th grade ELA teacher, an effective way to more specifically target the needs of students within Tier 1 could be to rearrange the small groups.

The teacher shared his classroom formative assessment results.  According to the results out of the 28 students, 6 students failed to meet with the teacher’s expectations.  These students are 1,2,3,4,7 and 8.  
Additionally, taking a closer look at the FAIR FS results, these same students displayed concern with

· Word Recognition (decoding, phonics, morphology) students 2,3,7,8 

· Vocabulary (academic language, inferential & narrative language, word knowledge, phonology) students 1,2,3,8 
· Syntactic Knowledge (semantics, syntax, pragmatics, morphology, context, word meaning, grammar, connectives) students 2,3,4,7,8.

Students 2,3,8 display difficulty in all three areas.
Student 7 in word recognition and syntactic knowledge
Student 1 in vocabulary

Student 4 in syntactic knowledge 

The teacher could create his small group instruction as follows:

When working on word recognition specifically, he could form a small group with students 2,3,7,8.  Utilize strategies such as:  DISSECT strategy, word patterns and word part strategies.

When working on vocabulary, he could ensure students 1,2,3,8 are together.  Utilizing strategies such as:  Graphic Organizers (Semantic Mapping, Concept Definition, Frayer Model, Word Sorts), word walls, and using words in conversation create a focused environment.
To uncover and address syntactic knowledge difficulties, he could work specifically with students 2,3,4,7,8.  Utilize strategies such as:  vocabulary story development, word order, Cloze reading activities and use words in conversation and reading.  
The Student Groups chart below provides a convenient place to capture and target groups and expectations to ensure success. 
Please note this is an example.  In order to get a clearer picture, it is best practice to collect several forms of data prior to making critical decisions about students’ instructional plans.
